Because of new data regulations, anyone on the Sanctuary who may 
be seen on the livestream, have to give consent.  Could all Readers, 
Ministers, Sacristans, flower arrangers and cleaners call into the 
Sacristy to sign the consent form.  This is just a formality from the 
Diocese.  
To try and keep the porch as tidy as possible, the donation bins for 
Global Care, the Foodbank and the Bookbank are now around the 
corner in the first confession room.  Please place all your donations in 
the usual bins provided. Which are now stored there.  
We no longer take spectacles! These can be handed in at Spec Savers. 
We will be discussing the membership of the new Parish Council over 
the next few weeks and I will be inviting various people involved in 
parish groups and activities to be involved.
