Should the school return to a Full lock-down situation where the ma jority of pupils remain
at home, staff will use Qoogle classroom as the main source of setting and respond'mg 1o
work.

There should be consistency in the planning of homework and /when necessary home
learning thrroughout the school and this should be closely co-ordinated between classes in the
same Year group.

Children who have Special Needs may have variations agreed individually with staf¥.

The Role of the Home in Supporting Pupils

At the beginning of each half-term, a curriculum newsletter detailing the topics for that
term, will be available on the school website for all Year- groups.

The school will prodee mgular guldance for parents to demonstrate how theg can best
support their child’s learning.

Parents will be encouraged 1o provlde suitable conditions for their child to comp[ete their
homework .

Access to facilities in school/ by school may be provided for pupils experiencing dif ficulties
work'mg at home.

Parents will be asked to encourage their children to completa homework, praise them for
domg so and show that homework is a valuable activity.

Parents who need support in helping their child are encouraged to visit the school and talk to
their child’s dass teacher.

Homework Protocol

o All children are encouraged to complete all aspects of their homework.




¥ children are not reading regularly at home, they will be sent to a member of the
leadership team to discuss this.

From the beginning of KS2. children will be required to complete any unfinished
homework during break-time/dinner-time sessions.

Children who haven't completed their homework will not go outside for their reward

break on a. Friday.

Children should take prLde in the presentation and oLuva[Ltg of work.

School must be sensitive to difficulties that may arise in Families which make

homework difficult to do.

Teachers will communicate with parents concerning problems with homework.
Homework will be commented on in the termly report card and discussed in follow up
parent conversafions.

Where children have spedﬁc SEND dif ficulties, other arrangements may be made in
agreement with SLT.
